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1. POLICY

All students in Northern Territory Government schools from Transition to Year 9 are
required to wear an authorised school uniform whilst on school premises and when
attending official school activities during and after school hours.

All primary and middle schools must develop a school uniform policy in consultation with
their respective school councils. School uniform policies must include the following
elements:

e arequirement that students wear an authorised school uniform

e measures to address short and long-term exceptional circumstances that may be
faced by a student or their family. For example, cultural and/or religious
considerations and financial hardship.

e measures to address health and safety considerations such as appropriate footwear,
hats and other sun protection factors.

School uniform policies must be readily available to staff, parents/carers and students.

Distance learning schools and students are exempt from the requirements of this policy.

2. BUSINESS NEED

The compulsory requirement for students to wear a school uniform is intended to address
health and safety considerations, minimise clothing cost burdens for parents, promote a
positive school image and eliminate the negative social pressure on students of keeping
up with fashion and brand names.

3. RESPONSIBILITIES

Principals
Principals, in consultation with the school council, are responsible for developing a
school uniform policy for their school.

Schools managers

Schools managers are responsible for ensuring that principals have adhered to the
requirements of this policy.

6. GUIDELINES/PROCEDURES
School uniform policies must have clear guidelines that include:
e a description of what constitutes the school uniform for the school

e measures in place to encourage student compliance with the uniform policy,
however these measures must not extend to a student being excluded from
attending school

e a communications plan with details on providing information to, and incorporating
feedback from, the school community

e mechanisms to review the school uniform over time.

School uniform design considerations

When designing compulsory school uniforms schools must maximise the sun protection
measures outlined in the SunSmart school uniform recommendations, including climate
conditions and student comfort.

Schools should consider hats which protect the face, neck and ears; swimming shirts and
sunglasses as accepted parts of the school uniform.

School uniform costs
Schools should be transparent in the setting of purchase costs for school uniforms.
The back to school payment can be used to offset the cost of school uniform items.

Senior Schools
Whilst not compulsory for senior students, school councils may wish to make a
determination on the policy as it applies to senior students in their school.
